WEDNESDAY, Day 7 - PYONGYANG - B,L,D

Pyongyang was the capital of Koguryo, the first feudal state of Korea, with
a long history of over 1,500 years. Now, it is the capital of DPRK and the
political, economic and cultural center of the country. Also, is has over 70
large parks and recreation grounds. Hence, Pyongyang is called “the city in
a park”. Since the Fatherland Liberation War of the Korean people (1950 —
1953) Pyongyang has taken on the look of a new city with the erection of
great monumental edifices, monumental towers, museums, cultural and
art establishments. Broad streets, grand buildings and parks covered with
green foliage - all this gives Pyongyang the appearance of a modern city.

Full day Pyongyang tour: Enjoy a ride in the Metro, which covers all major
areas of the capital city. Our first stop will be in Mangyongdae, where
President Kim Il Sung was born and spend his childhood. His humble native
home is preserved as it was. Continue to Mangyong Hill, which is the most
elevated spot in the area. Proceed to see the Arch of Triumph and visit the
Fatherland Liberation War Museum.

Evening attend Arirang Festival. (subject to confirmation)

Full day tour to visit to the Sonjuk Bridge, Koryo Songyumkwan Museum,
and Panmunjom, where you enjoy lunch in Panmunjomkwan Restaurant.
